As requested, I inspected the existing cripple wall framing at the subject single family residence. At
this address, in the basement, a short stud wall (cripple wall) was constructed between the concrete
foundation and the bottom plate of the wall framing above. The cripple wall framing at this address
is not plumb. Based on my observations it is my opinion that the wall was constructed as it exists
now. I was unable to find any evidence of movement on either the inside or outside of the home. I
did note that the bottom plate of the cripple wall is engineered lumber. Based on my observations it
is my opinion that the wall is structurally adequate to carry the design loads.
